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ACTIVIDADES

Comillas

A charming coastal town in Cantabria, known
for its modernist architecture, including
Gaudi's whimsical El Capricho. Stroll through
its historic streets, relax on quiet beaches, and
soak up its artistic vibe.

Altamira Caves

Often called the "Sistine Chapel of Prehistoric
Art," these UNESCO-listed caves feature
stunning Palaeolithic paintings. While the
original is restricted, the meticulous replica
museum offers an awe-inspiring glimpse into
ancient humanity.

Santillana del Mar

A perfectly preserved medieval village, often
dubbed "the town of three lies" (neither

holy [santa], flat [llana], nor by the sea [del
mar]!). Cobbled streets, stone mansions, and
the revered Collegiate Church make it a fairy-
tale stop. Our campsite in Cantabria will be
located in this town.
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Cabarceno Nature Park

More than a zoo, this sprawling 750-hectare
park lets wildlife roam semi-freely in a
reclaimed iron mine. Drive or walk through to
spot elephants, rhinos, and bears against
dramatic karst landscapes.

Surfing in Cantabria

A hotspot for surfers, with consistent Atlantic
swells. Playa de Somo near Santander is ideal
for beginners. We've teamed up with certified
surf schools so you can learn safely while
having a blast.
